ANNUAL MEETING

WNA’s Annual Meeting was held Thursday, January 26, at the Ashford
Club Apartments club house.  After President Karen Russell welcomed
everyone, she introduced the speakers from the City of Tallahassee who
spoke on two very timely topics. Jim Longhurst, Code Enforcement
Supervisor, described his department’s goal to protect the value of
neighborhoods by creating a safe environment free from litter, overgrown
weeds, and dangerous items like abandonned equipment. Debra Thomas,
Neighborhood Services Coordinator, spoke about “Midtown”, the recently
established area in the City with its own identity, businesses, and
neighborhoods. Woodgate is within the northern boundary of Midtown.

Secretary Barbie Levins presented the Minutes for the 2005 Annual
Meeting which were approved as submitted. Karen Russell presented the
Treasurer’s Report for Treasurer Karen Kane. Total receipts were $4,668,
and total disbursements were $6,653. Disbursements were greater than
receipts because the Front Island upgrade expenses were paid with City
grant funds received in 2004. All other categories were well within budget
allocations. Karen also mentioned that the Woodgate directory, published
every three years, is scheduled to be published in 2006. Vice President
LaVerne Schenck then presented the Membership Report for Chair Kelly
Logan. LaVerne reported that approximately 74% of residents paid 2005
membership dues.

Karen Russell next presented her President’s Report, summarizing the
many activities and events in 2005. Karen reported that all vacant
positions on the Board and Committee Chairs were now filled and
welcomed Zone Leader Chair Carol Wynn, new zone leaders for Zones 1,
6, and 17, and new chairs for Beautification, Membership, Outreach, and
Safety. Karen presented several goals for 2006: 1. Setting up email groups
such as for the Zone Leaders or youth interested in providing services, 2.
Developing written guidelines for the WNA Board positions, and 3.
Encouraging back-up volunteers to help committee chairs. She expressed
deep thanks for all of the accomplishments and help received in 2005, and
she is looking forward to 2006.

Woodgate’s 2005 Neighbor of the Year award was presented by Tom
Napier, the 2003 winner, to this year’s totally surprised winner Jean
Sergent. Jean has been active in Woodgate for many vyears, is currently
Zone 2 Leader, and while Safety Chair monitored the Blair Stone Road and
traffic calming projects. A well-deserved winner, she is a truly supportive,
active, and genuinely nice Woodgate neighbor.

John Simmons, Nominating Committee member, presented the
Committee’s proposed Slate of Officers for 2006:

Vice President: LaVerne Schenck
Treasurer:  Grace Dakan

John asked for nominations from the floor. It was moved to accept the
Slate of Officers as submitted, which was then unanimously accepted.
Karen thanked everyone for their support, welcomed new Board members
Tammy and Grace, and expressed deep thanks to outgoing officers,
Secretary Barbie Levins and Treasurer Karen Kane, both of whom have
given many, many hours of service to the Board.

As there was no further business, the meeting was adjourned, and everyone
moved on to chat and enjoy refreshments brought by the Board.
