Free Pancake Breakfast! Ready for a treat?  Weõre serving hot pancakes with butter 

and syrup, sausages, O.J.. and coffee, just like your mama used to make.  Who could 

want for a better start of the day?  Tables are set up on the corner of Willow Wick and 

Huntington, in front of the Levinsõ house, and we begin serving at 8 a.m.  Oh ya, did we 

mentionééé.itõs FREE! 

 

The Woodgate Day Annual Parade   At 10 am, the parade begins with a costume 

contest at the corner of Huntington Drive East and Oldfield Drive.  Wear your finest (or 

wackiest) parade gear; decorate your bicycle, wagon, or a òfloató. All participants will 

be eligible for judging, and everyone receives a ribbon.  Then join in or line the way as 

the parade begins, led by the City of Tallahasseeõs Fire Department, Police, Sheriffõs 

Posse and EMS.  The parade will travel down Huntington, Brandywine and Willow Wick 

to the carnival site.  Residents on those  streets -- you have a front row seat to the 

festivities.  Come watch!  Might even catch a trinket or two! 

 

Woodgate Day Fair ð Around 10:30 am when the parade reaches the fair site, the 

Firemen hook up the big hose and set up one of the best parts of Woodgate  Day, the 

old fashioned water shower!  This yearõs carnival will also include Coo Coo the Clown 

and his bag of magic tricks and balloon animals, the Sheriffõs Posse and itõs beautiful 

horses, the Police Department, with representatives from their special units, carnival 

games with prizes, face painting, snow cones and a great obstacle course weõre 

renting from Fun Floats!  Great time to be a kid in Woodgate! 

 

At about 11:30 

am, at the fair site, they will crank up the grills for a picnic lunch.  The cost is only $2 per 

plate and includes your choice of grilled hamburgers, cheeseburgers, or hot-dogs, with 

chips, watermelon and a drink.
