The Lighting of the Candles 
 

Luminaria night, a Woodgate tradition, will be held on Thursday, December 20th.  The 

candles and bags will be assembled into packs (12 bags and 12 candles), on Sunday, 

December 9th, at 1:30 pm at the home of Karen Russell, 3042 Stillwood Court.  From 

around 4 pm and thereafter the day of the packing, Zone Leaders can pick up the packs for 

their zones by calling Karen @ 422-3606.  

 

Your zone leader will contact you regarding purchase of your individual homes pack, but if 

they have not contacted you, feel free to contact them at the numbers listed to the left.  If you 

would like more than one pack, let your Zone Leader know.  Cost per package of twelve 

candles and bags are $2.   Sand for the Luminarias is generously donated by Crowder 
Excavating and will arrive in mid December on the grassy area of the north side of the Front 

Island area.  Anytime after arrival, bring a container and fill it with enough sand for 2ò-3ò of 

sand in each luminaria bags. 

 

On December 20th, place your filled bags 

along your curb about 3 feet apart, insert a 

candle, and light the candles at 6:30 pm.   

Then stroll around Woodgate, come see the 

miniature train  display at the Millerôs home, 

located at 3008 Stillwood Court (look for 

more details on this fabulous addition to 
Lumineria night on page two), or join us for 

some caroling and cookies in front of the 

Russellôs home, 3042 Stillwood Court.
